Property  
This is a most attractive Grade II listed timber framed 
mid terrace town house. There is a wealth of exposed
timber framing and beams though out and lovely 
fireplaces. The house is entered from the High Street 
into the sitting room which has built in cupboards and 
stairs to first floor. The fitted kitchen has wood block
work surfaces with cupboards below, tiled floor, door to 
garden, a 2 oven Aga, fridge and washing machine. 
There is also a cloak/shower room. 
 

On the first floor there is a landing with stairs to the 
second floor. The principal bedroom has a pretty 
fireplace and overlooks the High Street There is also a 
well-appointed bathroom. On the second floor is a 
further bedroom which is double aspect.

The garden lies to the rear of the house where there is 
a paved terrace and a cottage garden. A path leads 
down the garden to a gate at the end, which opens into 
a garage courtyard, where the house has one of the 
garages.
